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13F Match Report: Coach Sam Burkitt
Despite the 9–2 scoreline, the 13 Fs should be extremely proud of the effort and attitude they displayed against a strong Reddam House side. The boys tried their best the whole game, never dropping their intensity no matter the score line. The team continued to encourage each other and play with determination the entire game. The group’s attitude and commitment were outstanding and provide a strong foundation moving forward.
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13E Match Report: Coach Joseph Salameh

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13D Match Report: Coach Michael Portale

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13B Match Report: Coach Josh Engelmann

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14D Match Report: Coach Matthew Chung

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14A Match Report: Coach Domenico Garreffa

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15A Match Report:  Coach Travis Cooper

OPENS SQUADS
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6th Match Report: Coach Maximus Joosse
The 6ths put in a massive performance against Joeys 5ths, coming away with a hard-fought 2–1 win in a match that truly tested the boys’ chemistry, resilience, and fitness. Joeys applied sustained pressure for the full 70 minutes and made it difficult for Riverview to play their usual counter-attacking style, with their sweeper system effectively limiting space in behind throughout the game. The boys went into the game full of confidence, using the same setup as the previous week. Riverview started strongly, with Lewis opening the scoring early to make it 1–0 within the first 10 minutes. Improving combination play, pressing in a more coordinated manner, and showing greater aggression in dealing with balls over the top will be key focus points moving forward. Despite the frustration of the draw, the performance represented a strong step in the right direction and showed clear progress in intensity, structure, and overall competitiveness.
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
